e Unpublished work only—reprints will not be accepted, including
work previously published on blogs or social media. Please do not
re-submit pieces that have been previously rejected for Inkpot
publication—send us something new.

e Do not send pieces generated or assisted by Al.

e Maximum word count: 1,500 words. Pieces longer than 1,500
words will be automatically rejected.

e Formatting: The author’s name must not appear anywhere in the
text. The form will automatically add your name to the file name,
but we will remove it before your piece is sent to the judges. Use

e Acceptable file formats: .doc, .docx, or .pdf
